Note 1: This table contains acquisition program information that is applicable for milestone reviews and other program decision actions. This table is only a guide in defining program information and documentation requirements for acquisition programs.
Acquisition Managers are encourage to refer to the governing references to validate program requirements. Acquisition Managers should also seek opportunities with the MDA for tailoring and streamlining program documentation requirements.

Note 2: Within a specific acquisition category, “S” signifies Statutory, “R” signifies Regulatory and “I” signifies SPAWAR Initiative.

Note 3: In some cases, the Statutory Requirement directs what activity to accomplish, and the Regulation directs how the activity will be satisfied and documented.
